Installing Access Runtime with ChurchBook/DataBase
Installation of Access Runtime 2002 has several parts:

1. Install time process

2. Post-install update of Runtime

3. Using the CB/DB program itself

Install time process

 
ChurchMouse Development Corp. will send you a CD entitled ChurchBook/DataBase.   Please place this CD in your CD Reader.  Open Windows Explorer (or My Computer) and find your CD drive in the left section of Windows Explorer.  It should show the contents name as “CBDB Demo 5.3.25”.

· If there is a “+” sign next to the CBDB Demo 5.3.25, click it to show the sub-directory under it.

· The sub-directory will be named CBDB Runtime.

· Select the “CBDB Runtime” sub-directory by clicking it.

· You will then see, in the right-hand window, files named setup.exe and setup.lst.  If your Explorer isn’t set up to show the file extensions, then setup.exe is the larger of the two files; it should have an icon that looks like a desktop computer, rather than a document/page.

· Double click “setup.exe” to start the setup process.


· During the process you will have to re-boot your computer after it installs the Access Runtime program files.

· When the computer restarts, it will display a dialog to allow you to continue the installation, or to exit.  Click on the “Exit” button.  You will be asked if you really and truly want to Abort the installation. Answer “Yes”.  The install process will terminate.


· Go back to your Explorer; click on the CD Drive again to select the base directory.   On the right side, double click on SetupCBDB.exe to start the install process of CB/DB itself.  (This is to bypass an error in the Microsoft installer which gives a “Path not found” error.)

· At the end of the CB/DB installation, you should find two shortcut icons on your desktop.  One is to open the CB/DB program itself, the other is to execute a DOS batch backup program which is explained in the help file’s “Backup & Recovery” topic.

· Click on the CB/DB shortcut icon to start the program.

Post-install update of Runtime

There is an update for the Access 2002 Runtime which has not been incorporated in the Runtime code.  In some computers there is a show-stopper error that will be fixed by installing the update.
Please click on the following link which will take you to the download web site for Access Runtime.  The update for Access 2002 Runtime should be the first item on the list.  Please download it and install it.

If you are instructed to put a CD in the reader for Runtime when you go to install the update, the Demonstration CD in your CD drive will suffice for this.  This is not a normal request, but for some reason in at least one case it was requested.
 

Using the CB/DB program itself

The Demonstration CD has a series of movies which explain how to install and navigate within CB/DB and how to do the main functions in the program.  The file names indicate the contents of the various movies.  The movies are all rather large, and may take up to a minute or so to load after you double click on them from Windows Explorer.  They are well worth the wait.  You may need to adjust the sound volume, as for some reason the sound varies between processors.
